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“English has become the medium of all relevant social interactions and the ability to use English effectively 
is considered an absolute essential for honorable existence." 
 
Keeping this in mind, the teaching of English as a language has now become one of the most important 
subjects in primary schools. The changing trends and emerging technologies has brought along the need to 
establish clear objectives that are different to the ones traditionally assigned. Primary school teachers have 
to adopt an innovative approach as the age of the children make the teaching of formal aspects not 
advisable. In order to effectively train and prepare learners for the appropriate use of the language, 
innovative and interesting methods need to be adopted at this initial level. An innovative classroom is the 
computerized classroom that brings in new methods of interaction such as the use online and downloaded 
content and instantly marked exercises. These types of activities accompanied by PowerPoint presentations 
help enhancing Education through Technology. Using such tech based activities for reading, preparing 
topics, discussion in class, language exercises, writing tasks, comprehension and vocabulary exercises 
helps learners to enlarge vocabulary, forces them to infer unknown words from the context, develops their 
writing and speaking skills in creative way and finally enriches their cultural awareness also. Proper 
development of language skills involves the development of the four most important and effective skills 
that are listening, speaking, reading and writing. 
 
 

 
1.Listening Skills 
 

 
 
 
Listening is the language skill that the learners usually find most difficult as it needs more concentration 
than any other activity. So, in order to inculcate good listening skills the importance is given to - 
 

- First prepare the learners for listening and ensuring that they understand what 
is being said. In order to help the learners, to rightly predict what is being said, 
the listening activities are accompanied by visuals. This helps to improve their 
concentration also, as they get totally engrossed in relating the two. 

 
 

 
- Repeated listening to the same text is encouraged to ensure that every body gets an opportunity to 

complete the task assigned. Various resources are used to arouse learners’ interest by involving 
them at different levels.  
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- The age of information technology and the Internet open new possibilities for 
language instructions. Learners listen to a recorded or downloaded sound file 
through the use of internet and I Pods and answer the questions related to the 
text they hear. Learners’ sometimes are assigned activities like filling up the 
blanks after listening to a song or rhyme.  

 

                                   
- Pod casting provides a means of publishing audio programs via the Internet. It can be easily 

downloaded onto the computers and transferred to the I Pods.  
 
- Stories have always played a significant role in children's growth. Stories 

not only help in stimulating children's imagination and understanding of 
the world, but also in developing children's language ability and 
appreciating literature .The primary reason to use storytelling by the 
teacher  in  the classroom  is  that  stories  are  motivating  and immensely   

               interesting, can best attract listeners if they are accompanied by enactment and further promote  
               communication. Secondly, stories are enormous language treasure. The lively atmosphere and  
               real life environment created by stories encourages the students to concentrate more. It promotes  
               discussing with each other. 
 

- So, the main focus is given to enhance the listening skills by comprising such innovative activities. 
 

 
2. Speaking Skills 
 

 
Speaking is the kind of skill in which the earlier stage of listening plays a very important role. As it helps 
learners to get familiar with the words and their rhythms, sounds, pronunciations. 
 

- So, the speaking activities concentrate on minimum participation from the learners’ side, and 
rather encourage mimicking on learners part, of the text they hear. These types of activities helps 
the learners have a grasp on the sounds, vocabulary and pronunciation.  

- Recitation of rhymes, poems and singing of songs plays an important role here.Various online site 
are referred that assist the learners with instructions, graphics and video clips on the pronunciation 
of individual vowels and consonants, as well as word examples in audio format. It also allows 
learners to record their own pronunciations.  

- Various offline PowerPoint presentations are also used to emphasis the homophones and mini pair 
distinctions.  

                                                         
 
- Further the group activities and play way methods like telephonic 

conversations and spinning a story encourages the learners to speak and 
manipulate the text under guidance of the teacher.  
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- Some speaking activities like group interactions involve encouraging the learners to speak by 
providing a real reason for the learner to ask questions or to give some information. Tongue 
twisters and mini pair distinction are the commonly used activities to arouse the learners’ interest. 

 
 
 
 
 
3. Reading Skills                  

                                           
- In order to make Reading task less tedious for the learners’, main 

stress is given to make the text interesting. Discussion about the 
text along with the illustrations and visuals are used to stimulate 
the interest of the learners before they begin reading.  

 
- The text is chosen according to their level so as to arouse their interest to find out something they 

do not already know.  
 

 

- One can hardly deny the usefulness of reading English newspapers in the 
process of learning. The electronic papers are used for reading, preparing 
topics, discussion in class, language exercises, writing tasks, comprehension 
and vocabulary exercises in order to trigger interest in reading.  
- The Internet reading activity builds on students' reading skills helps them to 
enlarge vocabulary, forces them to infer unknown words from the context, 
develops their writing and speaking skills and finally enriches their cultural 
awareness 

 
- Various activities like downloading a suitable article from the internet giving it to the learners 

after deleting some of the words to fill in the blanks and jumbling up the paragraphs for the 
students to reorder can be given to arouse interest in reading.  

- Group activities like interactive branching story in which readers can 
make their own choices about what will happen next are also taken in 
the class. Quizzes are also embedded in the reading process to 
improve the concentration level. For students, such reading activities 
are a great chance to improve their reading skills as well as enrich 
their vocabulary.   

- By referring to sites like Magic Keys and children's digital library to the children Efforts are taken 
to foster more practice in reading English outside the classroom and finding enough variety of 
materials so all students can read something they can understand.   

                                         
- In the last few years, the availability of children’s and young adult literature on the Internet has 

exploded and these resources will continue to grow in the future. 
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4. Writing Skills 

 
- Since learners at this level are not capable of writing text from scratch, writing activities involves 

providing them with helping text and simple clues on which they can base their own efforts. 
-  Starting from the dictation words and phrases, to writing short paragraphs about themselves or 

about very familiar topics various interesting activities are taken up to motivate learners to write.  
- Picture Compositions and creative writing are the most common 

activities to enhance the writing skills.  

 
- Online games like Paragraph Punch that guide learners step by step through the whole process of 

writing a passage are also introduced to the class to arouse their interest.  
- Writing activities based on videos and illustrations accompanied by explanations and instructions 

helps the learners to relate and hence make the task easier at the initial level. 
- Students are sometimes asked to create their own simple stories in English, possibly with 

illustrations.  
- These activities, using interactive and innovative techniques proves to be highly effective in 

eliciting creative, fluent and remarkably expressive writing. 
 
Recapitulation 
 
Remembering what is being learnt is equally important as understanding the new concepts. So, the review 
and recycling of new language items is given equally importance as students forget the majority of their 
lesson shortly after class. To avoid this it becomes mandatory to follow rehearsal. This idea suggests that 
learners review new words shortly after they are presented, and then at increasingly longer intervals. To 
promote this word power games and dictations are taken at regular intervals. Teachers might even consider 
doing a quick review of words and phrases which were introduced just a short while ago in the lesson. 
These revisions can best be pursued by organizing fun, competitive and motivating vocabulary games and
